India: Meetings in Chennai the capital
of Tamil-Nadu and Kerala were all very
successful. I believe the most obvious was
the encouraging of the believers. One area in
Tamil-Nadu where we had some meetings,
the poverty was most evident with very little
water and electricity a few hours per day.
The women there (including believers) roll
cigarettes for a living earning $1:00 per day.
A job the Christians detest.

Since about 12 women in the church
knew how to sew we bought them 4 sewing
machines. That night when it was presented
to the church the women and pastor were
all in tears “to think that God would bless
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them in such a generous way.” They will no

longer be rolling cigarettes.

The opportunity of meeting and
ministering to the Dalits Christians (low
caste) was most encouraging. They were
challenged to look into the Word of God
and be reminded of what God has done
for them and made them. This was of great
encouragement and resulted in the setting
up of a Bible School. Praise the Lord!

The people in these areas are requesting
my return for two conventions in April
of this year and our help in providing
evangelism and pastoral training. Hopefully
the establishment of Keswick Convention.
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Mumbai: Pray with us as we
consider partnering with a ministry that bring
girls off the streets, educate, train and share
the word of God.
